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As of 2015 we are now running MySQL 5.6 on the database servers for the public and ASPE-TRIM trim servers. A list of the details of the conversion gotchas is at http://dev.mysql.com/ but the major one that we need to watch out for is the word ‘schema’ is now a keyword in MySQL 5.

Getting around this is simple, say you have the following SQL:

Select schema from ctd.inputschemas limit 10;

Change it to

Select ‘schema’ from ctd.inputschemas limit 10;

or

Select a.schema from ctd.inputschemas a limit 10;

The interface and the frame have already been modified, (it only was one line in the frame and is backwards compatible) however individual scripts may need this fix.

Various other changes were also made to the web interface and scripts, so if the interface and/or engine code is used in another project (aside from the projects already doing so) it is recommended to use MySQL 5. Especially since MySQL 4.1 is no longer in active development.

BTW, copying a file is not the recommended way of moving a table, however if it must be done shut down the source and destination databases so data in memory can be flushed. To be sure you have everything, the best way is to use mysqldump (and load with a mysql command). Again, copying a table directly will work most of the time, but the time it does not will be a headache to debug.
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
