From Joyce:

I have determined that we can repeat any conversion without changing random numbers, household and person identifiers or allocated amounts and factors as long as we have the same number of records in the same order as the initial conversion--something  I have confirmed using the test2002 schema compared with the cps2002 schema.  The identifiers and random numbers are solely dependent on sequence.  Since it is typical for an input file to always have the same number of records and sequence, these conditions will not prove restrictive.  So, now when we find an omission or error, we need not have quite the same reluctance to repeat the conversion as we have had, and we can generate a test schema first, then if things look O.K., go ahead and replace the one needing change.
