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The following CGIs exist and are under ‘administration’:
cgi_addvariablelist.pl Add a variable list rule to existing simulations

cgi_addsimulation.pl  Populate a new rule table

cgi_topusers.pl Get a list of simulations with owners and sizes, sort it with excel (most of this can now be done easily with MySQL 5)
cgi_expandarrays.pl Expand array tables (increase the sequence number) and add any missing sequences

cgi_addbaseline.pl Add to or modify baselines in ctd.publicyears

cgi_compareresults.pl Compare two sets of results

cgi_enterterm.pl Add a new term (&update simulations if a variablelist) ALWAYS USE THIS FOR ENTERING A NEW TERM
refresh.php Refresh the Microdata Examiner on the ASPE-TRIM server (not a cgi)
For updating the public server:

cgi_updateboreas_cybeleonly.pl Update a simulation on the public server
cgi_copyrun_cybeleversion.pl Copy a run from the ASPE-TRIM server to the public server

As you can see, most of it is commented in detail. A few additions to it are recent

and have not been commented yet, mostly these have to with the security mechanism.

All of these functions (with the exception of fShowForm and fExecuteCode are

in this file if you want to know how they work, but are usually not changed).

fShowForm loops the input pages, most of which are of the format fStartPage,

fTablePage,fEndpage. All three of these functions are defined in cgi_enterterm. The

last input page just shows the term and the first page also starts the page variable

being passed around.

fExecuteCode does the work after the input pages.

sShowHelp(page) shows the help for each page.

fStartPage and fEndPage do specialized processing for multi-page forms.

fTablePage calls the functions for the left and right of each page.

fShowPotentialTerm shows what database changes will be made.

fShowHeader displays the common title line.

fPassHidden passes the variables to the next page. Note that we do not want to pass

them from the page that generates them as we would then have two input sources in the

same form saying what the value was.

fGetP(page)C(column) displays what should be entered for that column.

fCheckP(page) checks the prior page. note that fCheckP1 has no prior page, but our

logic calls it anyways.

From the size of the file obviously this is a high-level overview, but it

should make clearer what functions do what.

All of the other functions are supporting functions, getting the enumerators and so on.

A lot of how to do things in perl exist in cgi_enterterm.pl and cgi_newbaseline.pl,

like how to query the database, read form data, and use standard expressions.
